	Curriculum
	The Master Project/Self Defined Research is each student’s self defined object of study within the Thematic Field. The research is determined by each student based on his/hers experiences and the direction in which (s)he wants to expand his/her artistic practice. In​ the Self Defined Research the student should explore, develop and materialise his/her field of interest in relation to the Thematic Field. Combined with the other students self defined research this constitutes a diverse and complex curriculum specific to the class/actual group of students and as such contributes to a broader field of interest within the group. 
During the fourth semester the Self define Research composes the student’s Master Project.


	Teaching  forms and activities 
	· Individual research
· Tutorials

· Group discussions
The course is based on individual and tutored research and articulated around a forum called Open Circle. Open Circle is a forum organised at least twice every semester where the students’ individual projects are constructively questioned, challenged and rebuilt. This setting opens up for collective reworking of the challenges the individual students will face, and offers an opportunity to bring questions to the forum for a trustful supportive examination. Open Circle requires that the students describe their methods of artistic research and contribute with a reflection on content and form of their investigation. This part of the programme rests on each participant’s capability to an open-minded exploration of ideas, methods and ethics. 

Each student can in addition to the main tutor choose up to two external tutors to follow their Master Project/Self Defined Research each year. The external tutors should be professionals with a specific knowledge related to the students Master Project and are approved by Institute Leader

The Self Defined Research is to be presented twice every semester in the Open Circle. The totality of approaches to Self Defined Research constitutes the bank of knowledge that will be collectively shared, tested and strengthened through elaborations by the collective of students and teachers.

	Exam and evaluation
	The subject is individually assessed Passed/Failed based on:
· 2 presentations in Open Circle each term (compulsory) 

· Development of Master Project/Self Defined Research

· Active participation in discussions (Open Circle)

· Final Exam 4th semester

The evaluation focuses on the students` artistic development when it comes to work process, articulation, critical reflection and understanding of context.
